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ARTICLE IIl - MEETING OF THE MEMBERSHIP

Section 1. Who May Attend. All Owners of Lots may attend any meeting of the members. In
the event any Lot is owned by a corporation, any Director or officer of the corporation may attend any
meeting of the members; any partner of a partnership owned Lot may attend any meeting of the
members, however, the vote for any Lot shall be cast in accordance with the provisions of these Bylaws.
All members may attend meetings notwithstanding that a proxy for said member's vote has been given to
a third party.

Section 2. Notices. It shall be the duty of the Secretary to mail or deliver a notice of each annual
or special meeting, stating the time and place thereof to each Lot Owner of record. All notices shall be
mailed to or served at the address of the Lot Owner as it appears on the books of the Association as
hereinafter set forth. Notices of annual meetings shall be furnished to each member, and, except in the
event of an emergency, notices of special meetings shall be furnished to each member at least ten (10)

days prior to such meeting. Notice of a special meeting may be waived either before or after the
meeting, in writing.

Section 3. Annual Meeting. The annual meeting for the purposes of electing Directors and
transacting any other business authorized to be transacted by the members shall be held once in each
calendar year at such time and on such date in each calendar year as the Board of Directors shall
determine. At the annual meeting, the members shall elect by plurality vote a Board of Directors and
shall transact such other business as may properly be brought before the meeting. :

Section 4. Special Meeting. Special meetings of the members for any purpose or purposes,
unless otherwise prescribed by statute, may be called by the President, and shall be called by the
President or Secretary at the request, in writing, of a majority of the Board of Directors, or at the request,
in writing, of voting members representing ten percent (10%) of the members, and shall state the

purpose or purposes of the proposed meeting. Business transacted at all special meetings shall be
confined to the matters stated in the notice thereof.

Section 5. Waiver and Consent. Whenever the vote of members at a meeting is required or
permitted by any provision of these Bylaws to be taken in connection with any action of the Association,
the meeting and vote of members may be dispensed with if not less than two-thirds (2/3) of the total
votes of the members who would have been entitled to vote upon the action if such meeting were held
shall consent in writing to such action being taken; however, notice of such action shall be given to all
members unless all members approve such action.

Section 6. Adjourned Meeting. If any meeting of members cannot be organized because a
quorum of the total votes held by members is not present, either in person or by proxy, the meeting may
be adjoumed from time to time until a quorum is present.
